Minutes of previous meeting tabled, moved by Kingsley/Woodvale and accepted by Quinns Rocks
Tim opened with a general welcome and thanked everyone for attending.

Terry - Finance report tabled, fairly self explanatory. Fees are due by December 1st 2010Club treasurers are welcome to phone Terry with any queries.

Patrons Cup; clubs will be billed every two for two years of participation.

Insurance; Clubs must complete and return the forms to Terry ASAP - this is now a matter of urgency. Even if clubs have paid their premium direct to the WACA we must still have your form.
Grant - Registrar’s report;

Interchange rule is still current, there seems to be some confusion regarding this so please feel free to email Grant for clarification.

Team lists must still be filled out and handed to the umpire.

MyCricket must be filled out as fines will be incurred from round 4 onwards if not adhered to. Grant is happy to take calls for help regarding this.

Umpires - Keith; thanked teams for their efforts with captains and umpires reports on MyCricket. It has been good so far, keep it up.
Cricketwest; Tim thanked clubs for their participation and congratulated Xavier Deering on his efforts with colts; he has done well in the past although we are struggling for numbers. We need more support from clubs in nominating players for this comp. We will probably be looking for another volunteer next season to take the colts reigns. 

Colts will be staying with the last 9 players and thanked them for answering the sos. Needless to say that 2 or 3 are still required.
Vets; Trev Kearsley is having a lot of trouble filling a team for every game. He thanked the players and clubs that did support C/W but as usual, it’s the same ones that do support it. We need the other clubs to step up to the mark as well. It’s worth noting that these games attract sponsorship from big sponsors i.e. Bankwest. This sponsorship helps keep club fees down so it’s wise to get behind this comp. It is in your interest. 
Harry asked if incentives could help i.e. a discount on club fees etc. However, Tim is of the opinion that money isn’t necessarily the answer.

Player clearances - Tim; Clubs must ensure that their players are cleared to play. An email will be sent by Grant confirming any clearance. North Beach are to lose points for playing an unregistered player and Kingsley/Woodvale will receive 6 points. 

West Coast have been ejected from the PTL comp for forfeits and DF will send a letter to W/C asking for an explanation.

Kingsley/Woodvale apologized for dropping their PTL side and suggested that two PTL divisions was optimistic, Tim rebuked this saying that the NSCA can only go on what the clubs tell us.

Kallaroo suggested we start the PTL 4 weeks later but this could raise a ground availability issue. Yanchep suggested 1 division not 2 allowing spare players to fill team vacancies.

Unpires & captains meeting was called at the request of the clubs and unfortunately was not supported. This was very disappointing as it is what we were told the clubs wanted. We probably won’t do it next year.

Umpires - Clubs were asked if they still want us to keep appointing umpires. Kallaroo asked if umps could be more receptive of square leg ump information.

It was asked when umpires should be paid and the answer is at the tea break.

Kingsley/Woodvale asked if umpires could overrule the square leg ump to help negate any possible dodgy decision. Suggested that the central umpire could approach square leg umpire and discuss the decision. This will be discussed at the next meeting.
