PRESIDENT’S REPORT
It’s been a year of changes not without its challenges. Preseason we were looking at grading structures and eventually came up with a working model. It is still felt that we can improve on it and the new committee will be looking to do so.

Patron’s Cup. A change in format this year and a successful one at that, we will look to replicate it in season 2011/12. It is hoped that all clubs will participate (as all clubs pay the fee) but the question will be whether or not we play the elimination rounds Saturday & Sunday preseason then the semi’s and final.

The awards night went well despite four clubs not being represented. The idea of the club shirts seemed to go down quite well and was well received. The night ran smoothly with much of the thanks going to the ladies on the committee ie, Terry, Tania and Sylvia. Thank you girls.

Cricket West; was played in the 20/20 format this year. 
We have established ourselves as the premier senior side in the competition by winning the last three Cricket West cups in a row. We do, however, need to look at how we can promote the colts and Vets as well as continue to dominate in seniors.

Committee; we are looking to attract some new people to the panel as some positions are open for election. It is important to get new people because they bring fresh ideas and thoughts to keep our association fresh and vibrant.
We also need to attract umpires. Our goal has always been to have at least one umpire stand in every game in NSCCA. We did manage to get some new umps last season but for various reasons, by the end of season, we were well short. Umpire promotions will depend mostly on backing from the clubs. We will stage an advertising campaign with a laws course to follow, preseason.
The umpire situation would be greatly improved if we can collectively bring the 5% or 10% of poorly behaved players into line. This is something that should be incumbent on all of us; we had a poor year with more reports than would be considered normal so we do need to address this situation.

I see us taking my cricket to the next level where every item will need to be put through this medium, this will be in the interest of all parties, and I must take this opportunity to thank Grant on behalf of us all for getting us to this point & ask him to guide us to the next step.

I would like to thank all the people who worked on behalf of the association through the year, for my part I have again enjoyed a good working relationship with all the member clubs & sincerely hope that it continues through the coming season.

I think we should always be looking to improve on the great cricket association that we already have, that improvement will mostly be dictated by the strength of the clubs within it.

Umpires advisors – Tim Park and Keith White have been reinstated.


General business
Tim has proposed to block clearances on MyCricket between March and August 1st in an attempt to stop players from pulling a ‘fast one’ and switching clubs before anyone realizes, which could have implications if the players owe money to their original clubs.
The floor has been asked to consider nominations for life membership.

Keith White; expressed concern over the deterioration of player behavior over the just concluded season. We started the season with a good healthy number of umpires, but a lot of them pulled out because of the poor behavioral standards displayed by several players and the lack of respect and consideration that came with it. 

Tim; proposal to pay umpires an extra $10.00 per game to be paid by NSCCA if the umpire attains level 2.

Clubs are asked to impress upon players to behave.
If clubs want more umpires in more games, then behavior simply must improve. The onus must be on club presidents to discuss player misconduct and discipline any offending player (over and above P&D penalties) by whatever he deems appropriate in order to let players know that behaving inappropriately and outside of the ‘spirit of cricket’ will not be tolerated. We need our umpires and we must behave like adults.

Cricket West – ‘Hit’ counters on websites are a valuable tool. It gives prospective sponsors the opportunity to see the amount of interest on any particular site. 
It was felt by the cricket west presidents that if we could quote figures on all cricket west members web sites it would help when trying to attract joint cricket west sponsorship, South metro already have a counter on their site & find it useful to monitor their hits.

Also, clubs are required to attend NSCCA meetings and events.
