TREASURERS REPORT - Terri Brookes

Current NSCCA bank balance is ~$71,000.

NOTE; The above figure takes into account the money which has been raised for the vets England trip, by the vets. This money is not a part of the NSCCA total which is in actuality ~$45,000.

            NSCCA has purchased Terri Brookes a new computer as she has lost her work one.

           Tim Park has offered interest-free loans to clubs. Any club wishing to partake must put forward their proposal highlighting the benefit for the club and association. A suggestion was put money back into the clubs, but this does not follow Cricketwest criteria. Clubs would be better served by improving facilities, i.e. nets etc.

GENERAL BUSINESS:
