BY-LAWS (ONE DAY UMPIRES LEAGUE) 2011/12
These by-laws (Paragon Training One Day League - PTODL) shall be read in conjunction with the existing Constitution and By-Laws of the North Suburban Community Cricket Association and they are to be treated as an addendum to the existing By-Laws
**************************************************************************************************************************
The preamble and all By-Laws from A1 to I7 inclusive apply to this separate competition except as where altered or negated herein

A5
DIVISIONS

a. For the purposes of this separate competition, the PTODL shall be divided into divisions by the Grading Committee and subsequently approved by the Executive Committee and shall be named numerically (Division 1, Division 2 etc)
b. i.
Each division shall contain a maximum of 8 teams

ii. The competition shall be played over 14 rounds with the teams playing each other twice

iii. The competition shall commence each season one week later than the Kookaburra League and have an extended break at Christmas

c. All players competing in the Kookaburra Leagues shall be eligible to take part in any match of the PTODL with the restrictions applied in D2 Grade Limitations
d. After the third round of fixtures have been completed, not more than three A, B or C graded players may participate in any single PTODL match without first obtaining a clearance from the Clearance Committee.

e. No club shall have more than one team in a division

FORFEITS

a.
For the purposes of this rule, Clubs with team/s in the PTODL division/s as well as the Kookaburra Leagues shall not have their PTODL team/s classified as their lowest team/s, therefore Clubs wishing to forfeit a Kookaburra League match must forfeit their lowest team in the Kookaburra League competition
b.
In any case where a club has a team in more than one PTODL division, the team playing in the higher division shall not be allowed to forfeit any match

c.
Any club failing to give notice of intention to forfeit by the due time shall be fined
D1
GRADE QUALIFICATION

Any player wishing to participate in any PTODL finals must have played a minimum of 3 PTODL matches and no more than 7 Kookaburra League matches during that season to qualify for selection
D2
GRADE LIMITATIONS

a.
Any A, B or C graded player (Kookaburra League grading) participating in any PTODL match must not bat prior to the fall of the 5th wicket
b.
Any A, B or C graded player (Kookaburra League grading) participating in any PTODL match must not bowl anything other than spin
c.
Any club not complying with (a) or (b) above will lose all points for the match including individual points, and the opposing team shall be awarded a win plus any bonus points gained from the match
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F3
ODL (RESTRICTED OVER) FINALS
a. By-Law F2 applies except where altered or negated below

b. Should 40 overs not be bowled in the time allowed the offending team shall be penalised at the rate of ten runs for every over under the required number of overs and the required number of overs shall still be bowled

c. The match shall commence at 12.45pm and stumps will be at 5.30pm

d. Any PTODL player wishing to participate in a Kookaburra League final match must have played a minimum of 3 Kookaburra League matches during that season to qualify for selection

DIVISION WINNERS

a.
In each division the team having the most points at the end of the qualifying rounds shall be declared PTODL Division Winners

b.
i.
In determining a teams position on the premiership table, should any two or more teams tie 


for any position, the final positions of the teams shall be determined by quotient

ii. The batting average of a team shall be ascertained by dividing the total number of runs 

scored by that team by the total number of wickets lost by that team.  The batting average 

against such team shall be ascertained by dividing the total number of runs scored against 

that team by the total number of wickets taken by that team.  The batting average for a team 

shall be divided by the batting average against that team to determine the quotient

iii. The team with the higher quotient shall be entitled to the higher position on the premiership 

table


iv.
In any innings declared closed, the score at declaration shall be used for the purpose of this 


bylaw

c.
All points gained by a team against a club which disbands or a side of a club which withdraws from the competition at any time during the season are considered null and void in determining final team placings

I3
DIVISION PREMIERSHIPS

a.
i.
The division premierships of the PTODL shall be decided by finals

ii.
All finals matches shall be played on Sundays

iii.
Where a final is not decided on the first innings, then the match shall be awarded to the team 


that finished in the higher position on the premiership table at the end of the qualifying 


rounds

b.
i.
The top four teams in each division at the end of the qualifying rounds shall compete in 


semi-finals as follows:  1st v’s 2nd and 3rd v’s 4th

ii.
The loser of 1st v’s 2nd and the winner of 3rd v’s 4th shall compete in a preliminary final

iii.
The Grand Final shall be played between the winners of 1st v’s 2nd and the winner of the



preliminary final
c.
The winner of the grand final shall be Division Premier for that season.  Such team shall receive a pennant in Association colours, which shall become the property of the club, in addition to holding the Division Premiers trophy for the ensuing twelve months

d.
The team losing the grand final shall NOT be awarded a runner-up pennant

I4
CHAMPION CLUB

All clubs participating in PTODL divisions will have points calculated at the rate applicable to D grade or lower in the Kookaburra Leagues for the purposes of ascertaining the Champion Club
