SDCC’s proposal could not be fixtured  as is, although a section is possible. Trevor – A5C is not quite viable as is, first part is workable not the second part. Tim suggested a common sense approach, there is some concern from Clubs as some Clubs struggled last year in Grades they were placed in, but generally last year’s grading worked satisfactorily.

Darryn Smith from SDCC explained his position is accepting of imperfection reading as Club’s first side must be A B or C, a vote to be taken, majority vote accepted, SDCC happy with the result.

One Day League (PTL now Umpires League) do we want 1 Division, if we have nominated sides in Kookaburra League we will have 3 teams too many, meaning 3 of these teams will have to play in the Umpires League. Suggestions from Wanneroo to extend a couple of Grades, but we tried this a few years ago and it created more problems than it solved. Grant will do fixtures and send them out in a couple of weeks.
Fielding votes – Home Captains to input into My Cricket after consulting with opposition Captain. Suggestions for Captains to put phone number on Team sheets in order to contact if necessary ie; if they have not spoken about the votes at the end of the day. This will be discussed with the Captains by Tim and Keith at the Captains meetings.
