By-laws; we have had a number of proposals for by-law changes. These were raised and created some good discussion with points both for and against. Clubs are to take these back to their members and committees for discussion and a decision.

Champion Club points system. 

We are open to suggestion as our current system is very old and seemingly antiquated. It was created approximately 25 years ago for a competition which has changed a lot and moved ahead since inception. We need a system that is compatible to our competition now.

Terry has suggested looking at the entire points system and other association’s points systems. 

Twelve man teams were suggested across all grades, the feeling from the floor was no.

PTL format is yet to be decided on. Looks like one division this year, to be confirmed.
NSCCA has offered scoring and MyCricket training to any club which would like a helping hand.

It was asked if there is a standard score sheet as different clubs use different score sheets which can create some confusion leading to incomplete score sheets. Terry can supply a standard score sheet which clubs can duplicate.
Wanneroo have put forward the idea of a ‘Masters’ competition. This is something for us to ponder over the coming season with a view to implement next season should it be agreed upon.
Captains must fill out umpire’s reports so players can receive fielding votes. These can be sent to Sylvia with scores and CC’d to Grant Manzoney. We will keep the current system.

Terry Brown; Constitution. We need to add a few positions to the committee to cover changes in facilities and procedures.

Trevor; tabled a letter from Maylands Cricket Club. This club has been expelled from PCA due to poor player conduct (a history of) and unpaid fees and fines. The other associations are steering away from them and we will align ourselves to Crickwest.
Keith; Please consider the umpiring option. Clubs may have players who struggle to play through a season but wish to stay involved in the game. Umpiring is a great alternative. It keeps you out there and gives you a different perspective on the game.
