Minutes of previous meeting tabled, Warwick and accepted by Umpires Assoc.

Tim opened the meeting welcoming everyone in attendance and reiterated the need for all clubs to be represented at the Presidents meetings. Apologies are polite and appreciated but fines do still apply.

Cricketwest – NSCCA was forced to forfeit its last vet’s match, which was very embarrassing for us as an association. Cricketwest is a major sponsor of our association, without them each club have to pay in the order of an extra $200 per team. We do need to support Cricketwest and are committed this year. An association with 18 clubs should never be left wanting for representation, it was very disappointing. We may suggest a possible format change next year. 
Presidents, please impress upon your players the significance of association representation, this is considered an honour and something we hold dear, so please put forward your players to stand tall under the NSCCA cap. There are other good reasons to play Cricketwest;
1- You get to play on the best turf grounds
2- Funds provided are for your clubs benefit.
3- It’s a great experience for younger players who could only benefit from it.
4- It’s just plain good fun.
The next round of Cricketwest is split over December 11th & 18th. Fixtures will follow soon.
KWCC suggested some type of club incentive for players to respond. WCC suggested the possibility of offering Champion club points as such an incentive. This was considered a very good idea and went down well with other clubs. And also suggested a mass SMS message.
SDCC suggested a MyCricket search for over 35’s players and go about asking them one by one.

Bali tournament, May 19-27, 2012. NSCCA are one of four teams entered thus far with the possibility of filling a second.

Terry Richardson – If clubs still have any players interested in taking part, they would be more than welcome to. Registration is $120 per player, which gives you a shirt, bus transport and water for the game. $250 will be taken from the Team rego’s which will go towards a post match dinner function at the Bali Garden Hotel.

Club survey – Please fill these out and return them ASAP. The information gathered is for NSCCA use only and to give a better picture of where clubs are at in terms of player numbers, financial viability and overall survivability. This type of information can save a club from becoming defunct. 

Terry Brookes sends her apologies for her absence saying that accounts and bills will be sent shortly.

Grant – MyCricket; the response from clubs has been good so far with only a couple letting the team down but this is something we must stay on top of and continue to maintain. 
The email regarding team list being in by Friday is for juniors only. Senior team lists must be submitted to the umpire’s and to their satisfaction. Any changes to the list must be highlighted to the umpire and on MyCricket by Sunday. Please input two-day match progress, this is not essential but very much preferred and appreciated.

Our doubleheader has been set for December 12th &13th.

Grant will be emailing the Spirit of Cricket progress points very soon.

Umpires are very happy with their new recruits; they seem to be doing well. It is very important that we retain these new umps if we are to achieve our goal of having an official umpire stand in every game. A good way to do this is to behave in a manner befitting a senior sportsman and accepting the umpire’s decision at all times.

Uniforms – Teams are to be uniform, must all be wearing the same shirt as fines will apply for players incorrectly attired.  Common sense should prevail here particularly regarding the traditional white shirt.

Square leg drink bottle – This is permitted although if the umpire considers this as being abused, he can order the bottle removed from the field. If a drinks break is considered a necessity then a drinks break can be called. Again, common sense must prevail. No coaching is permitted from the leg umpire.

We have had a player handed an official warning, this is in effect for a period of two years.

Charity Day – Last year’s charity day was a real ‘feel good’ day and clubs support it well by way of donations etc. This year we’re looking at a less exposed type of charity as a lot of the others, although very worthy, do already receive support of one type or another. ‘Cricket Champs’ was suggested, this is a charity that helps kids with disabilities to play cricket. There are quite few children in such circumstances and anything we can do to help, we will.
