Tim –
Suggestion to move our monthly NSCCA meetings to the clubs as the Wanneroo Sport and Social Club can be quite noisy at times with the dancing etc in the next room, also with the occasional booking dilemma. This has been accepted by the clubs present and it was decided that the first of the club meetings will be at Wanneroo CC (Showgrounds) on November 2nd at the usual times of 7pm for the Executive and 8pm for the clubs.

Captains and Umpires meetings were a success with good discussions held.
Umpires will no longer report players as a last resort but will instead reort a player if in doubt. Captains, please get the message across to your players about what is acceptable behavior and what is not acceptable. This does definitely need to improve if teams we are to keep our umpiring stocks and if more teams want umpires in games. There is a line which should not be crossed, so beware of it.
Captains reports on umpires; the starting point is 10 points and are worked down according to performance. Please justify your given scores with constructive comments and remarks, don’t just vent your spleen.

Greenwood have appealed a P&D penalty imposed on one of their players but there was found to be insufficient new evidence to warrant reopening the case, therefore the original finding and penalty will stand.

Umpire Keith White has been quite ill of late and as a result will be unable to attend meetings or to umpire for some time. 

Local Government nominee Michael McKeand was introduced and spoke briefly on his nomination for Mayor.

Terry Brookes–

Clearances - Clubs are reminded that players are NOT cleared until ok’d by Grant.
Fixtures are fairly well balanced although there are a couple of anomalies.
Tim thanked Grant for his huge efforts and work on these fixtures, it is no easy task and Grant is very diligent and gets his head down and comes up with the goods consistently. 

SDCC asked if a club enters another side into Umpires League can the competition be split into 2 groups of six. This is something we are more than happy to look into.
