A5 GRADES

Delete entirely and replace with the following:

A5 DIVISIONALISATION

a. 1st Division (Grades A & B) shall be comprised of the first team from each Club which shall be included in either Grade A or Grade B as merited.
b. 2nd Division (Grades C & D) shall be comprised of the second team from each Club and shall be included in either Grade C or Grade D as merited.
c. All other Divisions and Grades shall be determined each season by the Grading Committee of the Association as merited.
d. No Club shall have more than one team in a grade
Motion carried by majority vote
A6 FORFEITS

Amend (a) to read: In any case where a Club has two or more teams playing in the KOOKABURRA LEAGUE COMPETITION, the team/s playing the higher grade/s shall not be allowed to forfeit any match.

This previously read:  In any case where a Club has two or more teams playing in the Association, the team/s playing in the higher grade/s shall not be allowed to forfeit any match without the approval of the Executive Committee.
Motion carried unanimously
C1 TEAMS

Change (a) to (a)(i)

Add new (a)(ii):  Should a team not have seven players to commence any match, the match shall be forfeited to the opposing team and if the team forfeiting is not the lowest team in the Club, forfeit points shall apply to all other lower teams in that Club for that match.

Motion carried unanimously

C2 TEAM LISTS

Amend (a)(i) to read:  Before tossing for choice of innings, which shall be no later than ten minutes prior to the scheduled start of play, the Captains must declare and exchange in writing one to another the names of the players comprising their teams including the Captains name, 12th man and any interchange players participating in nominated 12 players teams, who for the purposes of bylaw C2(1)(iv) shall be deemed to have played in the match.  THE TEAMS LISTS MUST BE ENTERED INTO MY CRICKET PRIOR TO THE COMMENCEMENT OF THE MATCH. The team list shall also record the name of the “team umpire” if not a player from the field.

Amend (a)(ii) to read:  After exchange, the team lists shall not be altered in any way whatsoever, unless an obvious error has been made.  THE TEAMS LISTS MUST BE CONFIRMED ON MY CRICKET PRIOR TO MIDNIGHT FOLLOWING THE CONCLUSION OF THAT MATCH.  A Captain should receive the approval of the opposing Captain to change his team list if such an error has occurred.  Should the opposing Captain refuse said request the match shall proceed and the result will be decided by the Protests and Disputes Committee.

C3 FORFEITS

Amend (a) to read:  In the event of any Club being unable to field ALL THEIR TEAMS FOR A SCHEDULED ROUND OF FIXTURES, they must verbally notify the Secretary of the Association by 9pm on the Thursday prior to the fixture, and such verbal instruction must be confirmed in writing (fax, letter or email) before noon on the following day.  The Secretary of the Association will then notify the opposing Club and the Umpires Advisor of such forfeit.

Amended from:……being unable to field a team for any scheduled fixture ……….

Amend (c)(ii) to read:  The forfeiting team shall incur a fine of $20.00 for the first forfeit, $40.00 for the second forfeit and $60.00 AND REMOVAL FROM THAT DIVISION FOR A THIRD FORFEIT within the same season.  

Add new (e) to read:  All premiership points for a team that disbands or is removed during a season shall become null and void including all points gained by the opposing teams except individual points which shall stand as per by-law I5(d).

C5 PLAYERS ATTIRE

Delete existing (b) (i), (ii) & (iii) and insert new (b) to read:

(i)  Club uniform as approved by the Executive Committee that may be:

· White or cream long cricket trousers and white or cream shirt with a collar and sleeves; or

· Clothing as above with Club and/or Sponsors logo attached; or

· Coloured clothing (other than the colour red) with Club and/or Sponsors logo attached

(ii)  Alternate uniforms may be approved for different forms of the game at the discretion of the Executive Committee – i.e. restricted over matches

(iii)  All players of a team including the 12th man must wear the same Club uniform in the same match
Delete existing (b)(ix) – white shorts may be worn by any player under the age of sixteen years

Renumber existing (x) to (ix) if deleted.

Motion carried by majority vote

D1 GRADE QUALIFICATION

Add new (a)(i):  All players participating in a new season of competition shall carry forward their grading from the previous season and all other sub-clauses except D1(a)(ii) shall apply.

Amend (a)(i) to become (a)(ii) & to read:  After three rounds of fixtures have been completed by a NEWLY REGISTERED player, said player shall be deemed to be a player of the grade in which he has participated the most.

Renumber (a)(ii) to become (a)(iii).

Motion carried by majority vote

E11 OVERS IN THE LAST HOUR

Amend (a) to read: Should a first innings be in progress at the beginning of the last scheduled hour of the first days play of a match then a minimum of SIXTEEN six ball overs shall be bowled during that hours. (previously 14)

Amend (b) to read:  Should the second innings of a standard match still be in progress in the last hour of the second day, then a minimum of SIXTEEN six ball overs shall be bowled.  If the required number of overs are bowled (as per bylaw F1(c)(ii) and (d)(i).  (previously 14)

Amend (c) to read: Should a third or fourth innings be in progress at the beginning of the last scheduled hour of the match, or should a third innings commence during the last scheduled hour of the match, then MCC Laws 16.6 and 16.7 shall apply, except that there shall be SIXTEEN six ball overs during that last hour. (previously 17)

Motion carried by majority vote

E14 MANDATORY SENTENCES

Add new (d):  Sentences imposed must be served in the competition in which the offence occurred.  Any player suspended will be ineligible to play in any other competition during the suspension period.

E22 INTERCHANGE PLAYERS – 12 PLAYER TEAM LISTS

Delete this bylaw entirely

Motion denied by majority vote
F1 STANDARD MATCHES

Amend (b) to read:  A recess of twenty minutes shall be taken after 2¼ hours from commencement of play unless the conditions of MCC Laws 15, Rules 7, 8 and 9 or Law 16 Rule 4 apply.
Currently reads: …………shall be taken at 3.30pm………..

Amend (a)(i) to read:  In standard matches, the first ball shall be delivered at 1.15pm and play shall cease at 6pm unless the match is in October when the times shall be brought forward by 30 minutes, and except as provided hereunder:

F2 RESTRICTED OVER MATCHES

Amend (a)(i) to read:  The times for restricted over fixtures shall be 12.55pm start, 3.25pm end of first innings, 3.45pm commencement of second innings, 6.15pm stumps unless the match is in October when the times shall be brought forward by 30 minutes, and unless the team batting first is dismissed prior to the scheduled end of first innings time, then team shall be taken immediately and the second team batting shall commence their innings fifteen minutes after the close of the first innings.

Delete (e) entirely (RUN CHART REQUIREMENT – NO LONGER USED)

Motion carried by majority vote

F3 RESTRICTED OVER FINALS

A two day Grand Final consisting of 90 overs per day with three x two hours sessions.

1st session 10.30am start till 12.30pm

Lunch break 12.30pm till 1.10pm

2nd session 1.10pm start till 3.10pm

Tea break 3.10pm till 3.30pm

3rd session 3.30pm till stumps 5.30pm

Finals Format:

1st semi-final – 3rd v’s 4th – 72 overs per day, normal rules apply

2nd semi-final – 1st v’s 2nd – 72 overs per day, normal rules apply

Preliminary final – Loser of 2nd semi-final v’s winner of 1st semi-final, 72 overs per day, normal rules apply

Grand Final – Winner of 2nd semi-final v’s winner of preliminary final, 90 overs per day

F4 STANDARD FINALS (FOUR DAY) – OPTIONAL CHANGE #1

Delete F4(d)

Delete existing F4(e) & replace with renumbered (d):

d. i.
On the first day, a team commencing batting & still batting after five hours & thirty minutes of play shall receive a minimum of ninety six ball overs in that time. At 1.50pm (scheduled drinks break, 65 minutes after the scheduled start of play) on the second day of play, should the team batting first still be batting such team shall declare.

ii
1.  A team batting second shall be allotted the period from the scheduled drinks break on the second day to the schedules recess (tea break) on the third day to receive a minimum ninety six ball overs or the same number of overs delivered to the team batting first.  At the scheduled recess on the third day, should the team batting second still be batting such team shall declare.


2.  The team batting second shall be permitted to bat for any remaining time left on the first day and/or commence batting on the second day prior to the scheduled drinks break (as per F4(e)(i)), due to the early dismissal of or declaration by the team batting first.  This time and overs are additional to their allocated entitlement.

iii.
The required number of overs to be bowled in a days play is a minimum of 72 overs.  With a minimum of 90 overs to be bowled for the first and second innings in the allotted time allowed.  The application of a minimum over rate (consistent with E11(a) and (b)) shall apply for the last hour of each of the allotted batting periods.

iv.
The required number of overs to be bowled in a day, as determined by F4(e)(i), (ii) and (iii) and where applicable amended by F1(d)(i) and (ii) is 72 overs or is in excess of 72 overs, then a minimum of 72 overs shall  be bowled by 5.30pm and, where more than 72 overs are required to be bowled, then the excess over and above 72 overs shall be bowled by 6pm.

1.  Should 72 overs not be bowled by 5.30pm and the excess over and above 72 overs are not completed by 6pm then the offending team shall be penalised.

2. Should the minimum number of overs for the first innings not be completed by the allocated time the offending team shall be penalised.  Should this occur, time shall be allowed beyond the scheduled stumps on the second day to accommodate the completion of the necessary recommended minimum 54 overs by the team bowling second, to a maximum of 6pm, with no penalty.

3. Should the minimum number of overs for the second innings not be completed by the allocated time the offending team shall be penalised.

4. The offending team in each instance shall be penalised at the rate of ten runs for every over under the required number of overs and the required number of overs shall still be bowled.

Renumber the remainder of F4 as required

H2 MATCH REPORTS

Amend (b)(i) to read:  At the conclusion of each match, all match details shall be submitted, using My Cricket, no later than midnight on the Monday following the completion of the match.

One -Day League
A5 DIVISIONS

Amend (b) to read:  All players competing in the Kookaburra Leagues shall be eligible to take part in any match of the ODL with the restrictions applied in D2 Grade Limitations.

Renumber (b)(i) to A5(c) & amend to read:  After the third round of fixtures have been completed, not more than three A, B OR C graded players may participate in any single ODL match without first obtaining a clearance from the Clearance Committee.
Renumber A5(c) to A5(d)
Delete (b)(ii) and (iii) 

Motion carried by majority vote

A6 FORFEITS

Amend (b) to read:  In any case where a Club has a team in more than one ODL division, the team playing the higher division shall not be allowed to forfeit any match.  (delete the words “without the approval of the Executive Committee).

Motion carried by majority vote

D1 GRADE QUALIFICATION

Amend to read: Any player wishing to participate in any ODL finals must have played a minimum of 3 ODL matches AND NO MORE THAN 7 KOOKABURRA LEAGUE MATCHES during that season to qualify for selection.

Motion carried by majority vote

D2 GRADE LIMITATIONS - This was voted on by each paragraph

Amend (a) to read:  Any A, B OR C graded player (Kookaburra League grading) participating in any ODL match must NOT BAT PRIOR TO THE FALL OF THE 5TH WICKET

Motion carried by majority vote

Amend (b) to read:  Any A, B OR C graded player (Kookaburra League grading) participating in any ODL match must not bowl FAST.

Motion denied by majority vote

Add new (c): Any Club not complying with (a) or (b) above will lose all points for the match including individual points, and the opposing team shall be awarded a win plus any bonus points gained from the match.

Motion carried by majority vote

I3 DIVISION PREMIERSHIPS

Amend (b) to be (b)(i) and read: The top four teams in each division at the end of the qualifying rounds shall compete in semi-finals as follows:  1st vs. 4th and 2nd vs. 3rd.

Add new (b)(ii) to read: The grand finals shall be played between the winners of the two semi-finals.

Motion carried by majority vote
The next meeting will be a “Special general meeting”. Terry Brookes will be proposing constitutional changes to cover by-laws changes.

If any club has other proposals they would like to put forward (not by-laws) Grant will need them sooner rather than later.
